2009 LGP Rebate Refunds

In April 2009 LGP sent a summary report to all councils showing
their usage on LGP contracts, from contract commencement to
December 2008. Councils that were entitled to a rebate refund of
$500 or more were issued with cheques at the same time.
Councils with less than $500 rebate entitlement will have their
entitlement rolled into the 2009 rebate refund.

The 2009 usage report for all councils will be issued late March
along with rebate cheques where applicable. The report will be
sent to the attention of the General Manager and copied to the
Mayor and Purchasing Manager.

LGP relies on suppliers providing accurate details on all
purchases. We strongly suggest that all usage reports are
checked for accuracy, we want your council to receive its full
rebate share entitlement.

Should there be discrepancies in the usage report we ask that the
details be forwarded to LGP in writing to info@Igp.org.au by COB
Friday 23 April. If no correspondence is received it will be
assumed that all figures are accurate.
